Look for the noun or pronoun that "जो" refers to — it’s often वह, but it may

hide inside वही, or sometimes it’s not there at all! Additionally, the word

"वह" is often pronounced and written as "वो" in everyday conversation and

informal writing. Both mean "that"or "he/she/it" depending on the context.

कहना (to say)
सोचना (to think)
मानना (to believe)
लगता है (it seems)
पता होना (to know)

✅ Tip:
If you’re connecting a thought, belief, or statement → use कि.
If you're giving more information about a noun → use जो.
